SPECIFICATIONS FOR EMERGENCY WARNING SYSTEM FOR

AMBULANCE

Emergency Light & Siren Specifications

For

Medic Unit/Ambulance
The following describes the emergency lighting and siren system to be installed on the ambulance:

Emergency Warning Devices:
1-
Whelen Model 45B92A, Super Linear LED Surface mount lightbar shall be installed on the front of the module box. The following LED lightheads shall be installed in the lightbar: Two (2) 45CLR, corner red. Six (6) 45FLR, inboard red. Two (2) 45FLC, inboard white. One model ULF44 electronic flasher shall be installed in the electronics cabinet and shall be connected to the two red LED modules next to the Opticom Emitter. Colored lenses shall be used.
1-
Whelen Model GTT 795H Opticom emitter shall be installed in the center of the lightbar. Model 45795H, prewire and mounting hardware shall be installed.
2-
Whelen Model M9T, “M” Series LED turn arrow lightheads shall be installed on the front of the module box below the front facing 4500 series lightbar.

1-
Whelen Model 45B92R, Super Linear LED Surface mount lightbar shall be installed on the rear of the module box. The following LED lightheads shall be installed in the lightbar: Two (2) 45CLR, corner red. Two (2) 45FLR, inboard red. Two (2)- 45FLA, inboard amber. Two (2) pair of 45LRLOAD, LED load lights shall be installed. One (1) 70R00XRR LED brake light.
4-
Whelen Model M7R, “M” series Super LED lightheads shall be installed.  Two shall be installed in the front grille and two shall be installed, one on each side, at the rear wheel well area.  LED color shall be red.  

2-
Whelen Model M7D, “M” series Super LED lightheads shall be installed, one on each side of the front fender area.  LED color shall be red/white split.

6-
Whelen Model M9R, “M” series Super LED lighteads shall be installed on the 
module box.  Lights shall be located one in each corner of the left and right side 
of the box and two at the rear of the box in the lower window level.  LED color 
shall be red.

1-
Whelen Model AF560, solid state electronic flasher shall be installed to operate all warning lights on the vehicle. King County Medic One to supply information on required synchronization.
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Scenelights:
4-
Whelen Model M9LZC, “M” series Super LED Scenelights shall be installed, two on each side of the module box.

1-
Havis Model QS-1, Questar Roof Mount spotlight shall be installed in the cab roof area.

Stop-Tail-Turn and Backup Lights:
2-
Whelen Model M6BTT, “M” series LED brake/tail lightheads shall be installed at the rear of the vehicle.
2-
Whelen Model M6T, “M” series LED turn signal lightheads shall be installed at the rear of the vehicle.

2-
Whelen Model M6BUW, “M” series LED backup lightheads shall be installed at the rear of the vehicle.

Siren System:
1-
Whelen Model 295HFSA, dual amplifier siren shall be installed and connected to two siren 100 watt siren speakers.

1-
Whelen Model ALPHA22M, mechanical electronic siren amplifier shall be installed and connected to two additional 100 watt siren speakers.

Headlight Flasher:
1-
Whelen Model SSF2150 headlight flasher shall be installed.

Door Open Warning Light:
1-
Whelen Model 3SR00FRR, 3” round flashing LED shall be installed in the cab and shall activate when any compartment door is open. LED color to be red.
Compartment  Door Warning Lights:
1-
Whelen Model 3SR00FRR, 3” round flashing LED shall be installed on the inside of each compartment door and will flash when any door is open as a warning light to traffic. LED color to be red.
1-
Whelen Model 3SC0CDCR, 3” round steady burn LED shall be installed, one at each step area to illuminate the step.
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Officer Seat Area Illumination:
1-
Whelen Model 3SRCCDCR, 3” round steady burn red/white split LED shall be installed as an illumination light over the passenger side officer’s seat. Switch activation, from red to white, shall be installed on the console.

Compartment Lighting:
1-
Whelen Model Fluorent, LED strip lighting shall be installed in each compartment as required to provide adequate illumination. 
Patient Compartment Lighting:

8-
Whelen Model 80C0EHCR, 8” round LED patient compartment lighting shall be installed in the patient area. Hi-Low intensity switching shall be provided.
